Training Regime
During the summer (competition season), I usually ride 6 days a week, one of those days being a lesson. During the school 
year, I ride at least 4 to 5 times a week. Every time I go to the barn, I ride at least 45 min to an hour, but am there for much 
longer than that. I am usually there for 2 to 3 hours, giving my horse a full groom before and after I ride, and also giving 
myself time to cuddle and play with my horse.

Goals/Aspirations
This year, I hope to compete at the Gold level, and attend every Dressage Winnipeg show. I hope to do as well as I did last 
year, or even better. In the near future, I would like to compete at the Regional Championships, but this can be costly as I 
plan to continue on my university education to support my riding later on in life. My ultimate dream would be to compete in 
FEI one day, and to represent Canada in the Olympics.

Achievements
In 2009 Genesis and I attended three out of the four Dressage Winnipeg shows. Out of the three shows we attended, we 
achieved AA Training Level Champions at each show. This is quite the amazing feat, seeing as how it was our first season 
showing Dressage together, and I am very proud of our accomplishments. I was also awarded a Silver Medal at the Training 
Level.
